1) Acts 4:32-35

2) 1 John 5:1-6

3) John 20:19-31

FOCUS: Faith in Jesus’ resurrection has the power to

transform our lives and the lives of those around us.

All three readings show the transformative power of belief
in Jesus’ resurrection. Saint John tells us that we become
children of God through this belief. Thomas acknowledges
Jesus as Lord and God in the Gospel, and he and the
other Apostles go on to create an ideal community by pro-
claiming his resurrection in Jerusalem.

LITURGY OF THE WORD

Saint Luke [the author of Acts] describes the life of the
early community of believers as being of one heart and
mind, whose witness to the resurrection of Jesus brought
favor upon them. In the second reading, John assures his
community that faith in Jesus and obedience enable be-
lievers to conquer the world. In the Gospel, the risen Je-
sus appears at two different times to his disciples, offering
them peace and giving them the authority to forgive sins.
Thomas, after seeing Jesus, acknowledges Christ’s divini-
ty, saying, My Lord and my God!

Week of Apr 11th Readings ]

Monday 12 April

Acts 4:23-31. The reading picks up from the first reading on
Sunday. It is notable that a second Pentecost occurs and it is not
the last!

John 3:1-8. The conversation with Nicodemus makes use of
wordplay which is impossible to translate. In Greek, to be born
again/from above is the one expression. Jesus intends “from
above” while Nicodemus hears “again.” Also, the word for
Spirit (pneuma) and wind (pneuma) are identical in Greek.

Tuesday 13 April

St Martin I, bishop of Rome, martyr. Acts 4:32-37
Every so often, Luke gives us a general summary—perhaps
looking back some- what idealistically. The vignette has
inspired many across the centuries—not least St Augustine of
Hippo in his Rule of life.

John 3:7-15. Halfway through, Nicodemus falls silent and is in
effect absent (he will return in John 7 and 19). Instead, we have
faith affirmation in the catechetical language of the Johannine
community. V. 13 evokes Jacob’s Ladder from Genesis. Vv. 14
and 15, direct us to the story of Moses and the bronze serpent, a
story of healing. This “lifting up” is fundamental to the theology
of the Fourth Gospel.

Wednesday 14 April

Acts 5:17-26. This miraculous anecdote (not lacking in humor)
illustrates how irrepressible the preaching of The Way was and
how its bearers were and are still today under God’s protection.
John 3:16-21. The opening words in this Gospel are justly
famous—surely one of the greatest affirmations in Scripture.
They echo the story of the sacrifice of Isaac. The rest of the
Gospel is difficult for us, until we remember that we are
overhearing the robust dialogue between the Church and
Synagogue from about AD 90. It may be best to understand the
harsh line on judgment to refer to full believers who have
chosen to walk away.

Thursday 15 April
Acts 5:27-33. In this passage, Peter responds to those who

would silence him. The clarity of his defense might help us
today: obedience to God comes before obedience to humans.
John 3:31-36. Our reading of John 3 moves forward to the
teaching on the lips of John the Baptist. The writer is looking
back with the 20/20 vision of (theological) hindsight. Our
reading gives us a rich reflection on Jesus and what Jesus means
to us today.

Friday 16 April

Acts 5:34-42.  As we continue the tale of the aftermath of the
escape, a certain Gamaliel speaks. His advice is sound both as
law and as strategy.

John 6:1-15. Today we hear a version of the multiplication of
the loaves from John’s Gospel. The evangelist signals that the
time is Passover—and he uses the story to explore Jesus'
identity as a Moses-type figure: he feeds in the wilderness; he
acts as a prophet and is misunderstood as a king. The sensitive
reader will notice that the superabundant feeding also echoes
the Christian Eucharist: bread, took, gave thanks, gave.

Saturday 17 April

1 John 1:5-2:2. The first letter of John manages to be both
inspirational and realistic. We need to keep an eye on both, to
stay on the path of conversion of heart.

Matthew 11:25-30. This passage contains a great truth: the
Gospel is for all and not for some élite group. We can all come
to Jesus when we are burdened.
