2023 HOLY LAND

Hello friends,

There’s a bit of unusualness coming up over the next several
weeks, so bear with me for a minute while I recap some of it
here.

o First, visiting priests. I’ll be heading out to the Holy
Land for a week and a half starting next Friday. Next
weekend Msgr. Steve Kachel will cover Masses (you
may remember Msgr. Kachel from his stint as pastor in
Viroqua or from my pastoral installation Mass, where
he preached the homily and threw me under the bus),
and the weekend after that Fr. Sam McCarty will be
covering (you definitely know Fr. Sam from my
frequent and unjustified assaults on his character). As
he’ll probably let you know, Msgr. Kachel took me in
at the start of COVID when nobody else wanted me
(his words), and he was my pastor for the first few
months of my priesthood. Fr. Sam is my Mundelein
classmate, a member of my priest fraternity, and a
frequent Boundary Waters companion. Both great

guys!

e Second, daily liturgy schedules. While I'm away,
there will not be daily Masses at either parish (Monday
through Friday), but Deacon Tony will lead a few
Communion Services — May 30 in Coon Valley, May
31 in Viroqua, and June 7 in Viroqua. I’ll pick up with
daily Masses on June 8 in Coon Valley and the
schedule will be back to usual. If you have a Mass
intention for one of those days, I'll still be offering
Masses up according to the intention schedule in the
bulletin. It’ll just be in the Holy Land, not in our
church.

e Third, the Campaign general appeal weekend. You
have perhaps been getting some Campaign mailings
over the last few weeks (brochures in particular). Over
the last month or so I’ve been meeting with people one
-on-one to answer questions and make more direct
presentations. I haven’t heard rumblings about “why
didn’t he meet with me?” (which I'm grateful for), but
just in case there is any concern in that regard let me
reassure you that I simply ran out of time, and it’s not
because I don’t like you! I do like you. A lot. When I
get back from the Holy Land we’ll have a few appeal
weekends to complete the fundraising portion of this
effort. I’ll invite you to take some time over the next
few weeks to think through and pray about your
contribution to what we have going on. If you’d still
like to visit one-on-one we can definitely make that
happen after I get back on June 8.

Alright, that’s it for this weekend. God bless you all — I’ll be
praying for you in our Lord’s homeland! ~Fr. Joe
