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From the Pastor and Seminarian j

Hello friends, =

I’ve got a bit of liturgical nerdery for you this weekend. If
you’re reading this article during my homily, look up for a
minute and notice my vestment color — the green of Ordinary
Time. While we’ve been in Ordinary Time for a few weeks
now, this weekend is the first time Deacon and I wear green
for Mass after several post-Pentecost weekends. Msgr.
Kachel wore red on Pentecost, Fr. Sam wore white for the
Holy Trinity the next weekend, and (except for the 4:00 at
CV) I wore white last weekend for Corpus Christi. Just last
Friday we had our last movable solemnity (the Sacred Heart,
to which June is officially dedicated and about which John is
going to say a little something), so today is the first day
where Ordinary Time gives us a truly ordinary Sunday and
where [ wear the green of slow growth.

It’s particularly fitting and entirely coincidental to have the
first ordinary post-Easter Sunday of Ordinary Time land on
Father’s Day. It’s a day where we recognize the gift of
fatherhood as a reflection of God’s Fatherhood and where we
pray for our fathers. Why is it fitting to celebrate fatherhood
in Ordinary Time? Because it’s precisely in the ordinariness
of fatherhood that the real work happens — in the daily
routine of providing, in the unseen crosses of getting over
yourself to take care of your family, in the regular
expectability (new word) of showing up to games, recitals,
dinner, etc. Love is shown powerfully in extraordinary
moments, but it grows deep roots in the ordinary moments of
99% of life. Happy Father’s Day — may it be a day of
blessing, reconciliation, and strengthening to help you follow
the Father’s Fatherhood!

Finally, John shared a reflection on the Sacred Heart of Jesus
with the Friday Mass crowd. I’ve asked him to share it here
in honor of June’s dedication. The litany of the Sacred Heart
is in the bulletin too -- it’s a worthwhile prayer to pray.

Praised be Jesus Christ!

The month of June is dedicated to the Sacred Heart of
Jesus. When we look at the Sacred Heart, we see the
physical heart that bled for us on the cross, in combination
with the divine love that caused that to happen. Jesus’ heart is
the center point between His divinity and humanity. And it is
precisely through this love that we are saved. In the first book
of John it says that “God is love”. Not “God possesses love”
or “one of God’s characteristics is love”. No, it claims that
God’s very essence is love. For us, love is the greatest virtue,
and the one we most desperately need because with love, we
can become like the creator, who is love Himself.

But this love is not the kind that is the norm in society today,
the self-satisfying, inward-looking form. Rather, God’s love
is the self-sacrificing, totally-giving kind, which we see
exemplified on the cross and in His sacred heart. The image
of the sacred heart contains His throbbing heart encircled by
the crown of thorns with a fire that is engulfing but not
consuming. Let us look to that as a model of our own hearts:
on fire for the Lord, willing to face suffering and trial for
eternal life with Him.
