FOCUS: God is always ready to take us back, no matter how far or how 
often we stray.

No matter how we may 
have turned away from God, we have only to turn back to him through the 
sacrament of reconciliation. Lent is the perfect time to be reconciled to 
God and to be a new creation for Easter.
