The season of Lent begins on Ash Wednesday,
February 17—Mass will be at Noon (12 PM).

Ash Distribution will be a little bit different this year
because of COVID. As you enter church you will find a
small cup with ashes in it. Please take one for your
household and head to your seat. During Mass we will
bless the Ashes and then within each household you will
put on the Ashes for each other. The words for placing
the ashes are in your Bulletin. Please feel free to take
extra ashes home for other loved ones or neighbors. You
simply dispose of them by dumping them outside on the
earth.

Lenten regulations are as follows:

1. Catholics who have celebrated their 14th birthday are
to abstain from meat on Ash Wednesday, all Fridays
in Lent, and Good Friday.

2. In addition to abstaining from meat, Catholics who
have celebrated their 18th birthday, until they
celebrate their 59th birthday, are to fast on Ash
Wednesday and Good Friday. Those who are bound
to this regulation may eat only one full meal. Two
smaller meals are permitted if necessary to maintain
strength according to one’s needs, but eating solid
foods between meals is not permitted.

Feb 16th is our State Primary. Please exercise your
right to vote. In most communities this vote will concern
the State Superintendent of Public Instruction. For more
information about your ballot visit: myvote.wi.gov.

Monday 15 February

Genesis 4:1-15, 25; Sibling rivalry is present through the book of
Genesis, seen in the tension between a whole series of brothers.
There is more at stake: the rivalry between the settled farmer (Cain)
and the nomadic shepherd (Abel). There is more: a lesson in not im-
posing too great a punishment. As usual, the book of Genesis is not
history or indeed science but rather acute observation of the human
condition.

Mark 8:11-13; Though not explicitly observed, we see in this reading
the frustration, not to say the anger of Jesus. The Pharisees are look-
ing for some kind of guaranteed evidence—this could be true of us
today.

Tuesday 16 February

Genesis 6:5-8, 7:1-5, 10; The story of Noah’s ark is a very ancient
tale, being older than the bible itself. Myth in popular usage means
simply something untrue. Myth in religion means a deep story, which
somehow captures important dimensions of our human experience
and reflect that experience back to us.

Mark 8:14-21; This passage must always sound extraordinary. Why
the seven questions? Why the exasperated insistence? What could it
mean today? Mark is forcing the hearer of his Gospel to think again
about the double multiplication of the loaves. Mark is declaring: un-
less you believe Jesus is “bread” for both Jew and Gentile, you have
no idea who Jesus is as Messiah.

Ash Wednesday 17 February

Joel 2:12-18; The passage which opens the journey of Lent is an
invitation, an invitation to come back to the Lord with all our heart.
The whole community—all of us without distinction—is called to
change of heart and life.

2 Corinthians 5:20-6:2; Paul’s message insists on today, now, as the
moment of conversion. The past is over and the future is not yet. All
we have is the present moment: let us take hold of it with all our en-
ergy.

Matthew 6:1-6, 16-18; There was a traditional triad in Judaism: alms-
giving, prayer and fasting—all really good and necessary. That inher-
ent good can be compromised by the desire for notice and approval.
It is enough and more than enough that the Father who sees in secret
sees our good deed done in secret.

Thursday 18 February

Deuteronomy 30:15-20; Life is full of choices, minor and major.
Today, we hear a major choice: life and prosperity or death and disas-
ter. Such sharp alternatives are found also in the wisdom writings of
the people, such as today’s Psalm 1. We know, of course, that things
are often not quite so stark and clear. But even in the minor choices,
we are implying greater choices and even a fundamental direction of
life.

Luke 9:22-25; As usual, a prediction of the passion is joined to a
teaching on discipleship. In this Gospel, the death of Jesus casts a
long shadow, starting with the words of Simeon to Mary. The imme-
diate context is the question to Peter: who do you say [ am? Once we
say who Jesus is, we find ourselves also saying who we are.

Friday 19 February

Isaiah 58:1-9; What is true fasting? What does God require of us?
Isaiah does not mince his words. Sure, fasting means to live your
ordinary life with integrity and justice.

Matthew 9:14-15; 1t looks as if Jesus did not practice fasting (apart
from the forty, symbolic days). Naturally, people wondered why not.
In the later tradition, disciples did take up fasting and in our Gospel
Jesus gives “permission” for that to happen.

Saturday 20 February

Isaiah 58:9-14; Continuing from yesterday, we are reminded that
righteousness—right living from the inside out—is what God hopes
for from us. If you listen carefully, this prophecy is strongly against
violence of any kind.

Luke 5:27-32; Eating was always regarded as a kind of sacred fel-
lowship, a kind of holy communion. Hence the shock of onlookers
who saw Jesus eating with tax collectors and sinner, in effect, estab-
lishing communion with them.

Fasting and abstinence practiced as the

Church instructs is a good beginning. A

bodily way to remind ourselves that we need

God above all things, fasting is also a sacrifice, a

gift back to God of our hearts intent to depend more

completely on God. The interior free desire to deepen our
relationship to God is the essence of a Lenten fast.

Almsgiving readjusts our priorities while it expresses both
our love of neighbor and our trust in God. A free gift to those
in need confirms our basic trust in Providence while con-
cretely helping those in need. Just as we fast without starving
ourselves, so we give alms without jeopardizing our security
or that of our family. The point is to give from the heart.

Prayer is a recognition that we need help to turn back to God.
From daily Mass to the Rosary to Centering Prayer to the
Stations of the Cross to Eucharistic Adoration, the Church
encourages a wealth of prayerful practices. A very simple way
to pray is to sit quietly for a moment before taking up one of
the Gospels and slowly reading a passage that you like. Simply
sit with the passage for a bit, savoring the Word and allowing
it to touch you, read it again slowly, and then respond to God.




THE EVENTS OF LENT
AND HOLY WEEK

Lent is an Anglo-Saxon word meaning spring. The season lasts
from Ash Wednesday until the Mass of the Lord’s Supper on
Holy Thursday.

Ash Wednesday marks the beginning of Lent, often observed by
receiving a cross of ashes on the forehead at Mass.

Holy Week includes the days from Palm Sunday through Easter.

Palm or Passion Sunday has contrasting names, one because
of Jesus' triumphant entry into Jerusalem (to the waving palm
branches), the other because this Sunday begins our focus on Je-
sus’ days of suffering and death.

Paschal Triduum, from the Latin for “three days,” extends from
evening Holy Thursday through Easter Sunday.

Maundy (Holy) Thursday gets its name from Jesus’ “new com-
mandment” (mandatum in Latin) to love one another, which he
spoke during the passover meal when he washed his disciples’ feet
and instituted the Holy Eucharist. Typically the Catholic Church
now refers to this day as Holy Thursday and it is also notable for
being the day on which the Chrism Mass is celebrated.

Good Friday marks the events of Jesus’ trial, crucifixion, death
and burial, sometimes with special 7re Ore (three hour) obser-
vances. The altar is stripped of all decoration and the church
darkened until Saturday’s Easter Vigil.

Easter Vigil is celebrated on Holy Saturday evening after sun-
down; traditionally a time for baptizing, confirming and receiv-
ing new members.

Easter, named after an ancient spring festival, is the “great Sun-
day,” on which each Sunday Eucharist is modeled.

Christ in the Desent

Lenten observance in the early centuries of
the Church was closely linked with Christ’s
forty days of testing in the desert. So the
Lenten journey has long been seen as go-
ing with Jesus, figuratively, at least, into
the desert. The Catechism of the Catholic
Church notes: “By the solemn forty days of
Lent the Church unites herself each year to
the mystery of Jesus in the desert” (#540).

“Filled with the holy Spirit, Jesus returned
from the Jordan and was led by the Spirit
into the desert for forty days, to be tempted
by the devil. He ate nothing during those
days, and when they were over he was hun-
gry” (Luke 4:1-2). Jesus was tempted by
the devil to use his divine and human pow-
ers only for his own personal desires rather
than to use them generously and unself-
ishly for others according to God’s plan of
redemption.

During Lent, we practice disciplines that
are aimed at renewing and transforming
our lives, to help us rise with Christ to the
often harsh challenges of self-giving love.

LENTEN REGULATIONS
FOR FASTING & ABSTINENCE

The Church teaches that Catholics in
good health should observe the fol-
lowing practices during Lent unless
for some serious reason they are un-
able to do so:

Catholics between the ages of 18
and 59 should fast on Ash Wednes-
day and Good Friday. In addition,
all Catholics 14 years old and older
should abstain from meat on Ash
Wednesday, Good Friday and all the
Fridays of Lent.

Fasting as explained by the U.S. bish-
ops means partaking of only one full
meal and two smaller meals that do
not equal the main meal. Abstinence
forbids the use of meat, but not of
eggs, milk products or condiments
made of animal fat.

Sixth Sunday of Ordinary Time

Today's readings prepare us for the penitential season
of Lent.

In our Gospel, a leper knelt before Jesus and said, "If you
wish, you can make me clean." Jesus reached out and
touched this diseased man and healed him. He then
encouraged the man to show himself to the priest and
offer himself a cleansing, referencing what was
commanded in the Law of Moses. By completing these
rituals, this man might be reinstituted into the community.
Let us approach this holy season of Lent like the leper. By
our faults, we have distanced ourselves from God and His
community.

The leper reminds us Who to go to so that we might be
healed. Let us approach the Lord this season on our knees
asking for forgiveness and healing from our offenses,
saying, "If you wish, you can make me clean." There is
no doubt that, if we have a contrite heart, Jesus will
stretch out His hand in forgiveness, and His mercy will
touch our lives.

And like the leper, we too should go forth from being
healed with a commitment to cleanse ourselves from the
lasting effects of sin. Lent is a time to offer acts of
reparation through Prayer, Fasting, and Almsgiving so
that we might be purified in all areas of our life and walk
with the Gracious Healer, who sacrificed His life for our
sake.

This holy season of Lent is an opportunity to be healed
and cleansed on our journey as disciples of Christ. Let us
consider what we can do to offer acts of reparation so that
we might be purified and one day partake in the
resurrection of Christ.
