Lenten Disciplines of Fasting and Abstinence
The season of Lent begins on Ash Wednesday, February
26th. Lenten regulations are as follows:

1. Catholics who have celebrated their 14th birthday are to
abstain from meat on Ash Wednesday, all Fridays in Lent,
and Good Friday.

2. In addition to abstaining from meat, Catholics who have
celebrated their 18th birthday, until they celebrate their 59th
birthday, are to fast on Ash Wednesday and Good Friday.
Those who are bound to this regulation may eat only one full
meal. Two smaller meals are permitted if necessary to
maintain strength according to one’s needs, but eating solid
foods between meals is not permitted.

Ashes will be available in the sacristy in little cups for you to
take home and share with loved ones who were unable to
attend Ash Wednesday. You can distribute the ashes
anytime in and around the date. Please consider doing
so. To some people it is a big help! Just ask them to find
out. Ashes and little cards with the day's prayers are
available. Please tell me if more are needed. You can
dispose of the ashes very simply by dumping them
outside. The little cups can be rinsed in an ordinary sink and
then recycled.
