There’s been a bit going on lately and there’s a bit coming
up, so let me get some business and updates in writing. First,
past stuff.

Hello friends,

e Thank you to everyone who came to our capital campaign
info sessions last weekend. Over the next month I’ll be
continuing one-on-one visits, but in the meantime if you
want any more information about what we’ve got going on
get in touch and I’ll fill you in. The gist of last week’s
receptions is that the until we meet our $105,000 goal, the
campaign returns 65% of what we raise to us.

them when you see them! Dylan Wiedemann will be
receiving First Communion in just a few weeks here too,
which brings us to:

Future stuff.

e On May 21 we’ll have a few extra movements with our
8:00 Mass. First, this will be the Mass where Dylan
receives his First Communion. We’ll also have a blessing
for graduates at that Mass and a little RE end-of-the-year
gathering after Mass to celebrate this year’s families.

e I’ll be out of town again from May 26-June 7 on a
pilgrimage to the Holy Land. I’ve mentioned my time with
FOCUS - this pilgrimage is with FOCUS student and
missionary alumni, and part of my intention is to scout out
what it would look like to lead parish pilgrimages there or
elsewhere at some point (that’s non-legally binding
foreshadowing).

® Things are coming together for us to have a seminarian
(John) staying with us for the summer, which is awesome.
I was on the fence about whether to have him stay in Coon
Valley or Viroqua, and I decided to have him stay with me
on top of the hill — the chief formation goal here is for him
to see what a parish priest’s life looks like, and living with
my grumpy self on good days and bad will serve that most
directly. That being said, I would not be disappointed if [
never see him at the rectory at dinner time. To put that
more directly, I’d be a big fan of you inviting him over for
dinner, to ballgames, fishing, bonfires, etc. If the first goal
for John’s time in a parish is to witness the life of a parish
priest, the very-close-second goal is for him to get to know
the people of the diocese he may one day be serving. That
will be done best by you drawing him into your lives.
We’ll talk more.
