FOCUS: The Lord of all gives sight to the blind. 
 
Jesus’ power and claims divide those who encounter him. He is the 
long-awaited one, and he heals all wounds, even giving sight to the 
blind. We can trust that Jesus can heal all the wounds of our lives, 
giving us sight to see and a light to follow in the darkness of sin. 
 
LITURGY OF THE WORD 
 
In the first reading, the Lord sends Samuel to Jesse of Bethlehem 
because the Lord has chosen the new king from among Jesse’s 
sons. Samuel goes, and anoints David in the presence of his broth-
ers. In Saint Paul’s Letter to the Ephesians, he exhorts them to live 
as children of light. In the Gospel, Jesus encounters a man blind 
from birth. After Jesus gives the man sight, the Pharisees become 
divided over the account. The man defends Jesus, explaining that 
he must be from God.

Lenten regulations are as follows: 
1. Catholics who have celebrated their 14th birthday are 

to abstain from meat on Ash Wednesday, all Fridays 
in Lent, and Good Friday. 

2. In addition to abstaining from meat, Catholics who 
have celebrated their 18th birthday, until they 
celebrate their 59th birthday, are to fast on Ash 
Wednesday and Good Friday. Those who are bound 
to this regulation may eat only one full meal. Two 
smaller meals are permitted if necessary to maintain 
strength according to one’s needs, but eating solid 
foods between meals is not permitted.
